Summary

Council considered a retrospective planning application for en entry into the Port Hotel Bottle
Shop at its meeting in December 2011 and resolved to approve it subject to conditions
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including a requirement to restrict parking to a maximum of 10 minutes immediately outside
of the bottle shop.

The parking situation has been reviewed by Council’s contract engineer (Les Hewer) and a
recommendation to prohibit parking in this area is now being presented to Council.

Background

Previous Consideration

Council considered an application to extend the licensed area at the Port Hotel and convert
the existing storeroom to a takeaway bottle shop and store at their May 2011 meeting where
it was resolved:

“That Council:
1) Approve the following modifications to the Port Hotel (Lot 701) cnr. Veal
Street/Esplanade, Hopetoun:
a) Include the rear beer garden area within the approved licensed area; and
b) Reclassify the existing storeroom building (along the Esplanade) to takeaway
bottle shop and storeroom.
2) Endorse the Section 40 Certificate of Local Planning Authority accordingly.”

Following the conversion of the storeroom to a take away bottle shop the licensee
constructed a new door into the bottle shop without the necessary Council approvals.

A report was presented to the December 2011 Council meeting requesting Council to
consider is retrospective planning application for the doorway. At this meeting Council
resolved as follows:

“That Council:

1. Grant a planning approval for the existing entry/doorway to the Port Hotel Bottle Shop at
Lot 701 cnr. Veal Street/Esplanade, Hopetoun with conditions;

A) That parking directly alongside the bottle shop become designated parking, for a
maximum of 10 minutes.

B) 3BHGHVWULDQV WR EH SURWHFWHG E\ WKH RZQHUTV LQVWD(
which is to the satisfaction of the Chief Executive Officer.

2. Advise the applicant that a Building Licence will be required for the alteration and that
this will address any disabled access and trip hazard concerns that may arise from the
stepped entry.”

Comment

Staff have been discussing the implementation of the most recent Council resolution with the
hotel licensee since this time. Parts 1B and 2 of this resolution have been complied with in
the following manner:

1B The location of the bollards have been agreed on either side of the bottle shop entry
and these are in the process of being delivered to site at the time of writing this
report.

2 A building permit application is expected in the week beginning the 30 April 2012.
Disabled access to the bottle shop has been addressed by utilising the existing entry
at street level on The Esplanade .
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Condition 1A has been further investigated by Council’'s contract engineer who has
recommended that no parking be permitted on the northern side of The Esplanade in this
area for the following reasons:

X Cars parked in this area force pedestrians to move out into the road;

X The parking area is too close to the corner of Veal Street and The Esplanade to
be entirely safe. It may force cars wider on The Esplanade near to the bend; and

x ldeally the footpath that runs around the corner from Veal Street should be
continued along the northern side of The Esplanade to link to the remaining
footpath network further to the west.

This report recommends that part 1A of the Council resolution of 22 December 2011 be
rescinded and replaced with a condition requiring that signage be put in place designating
the as a no parking area.

Summary:

Council considered a planning application for an illuminated sign at their February 2012
Council meeting where it was resolved to defer consideration of the sign application until
Westpac had prepared a report considering the installation and operation of a 24 hour ATM.

Westpac have responded that an ATM is not economically feasible in Ravensthorpe as it will
not generate enough transactions.

The illuminated sign has been replaced by a standard sign. The sign is reasonably small in
scale, will have little impact upon the heritage quality of the building and will assist in
identifying the bank. Approval is recommended.

Background:

Site Description

Lot 20 (65) Morgans Street, Ravensthorpe (subject site) is 1012m? in area, is located on the
corner of Morgans and Carlisle Streets and is developed with the Shire offices that are
collocated with a branch of the Westpac Bank.

The building is constructed up to the front and side boundaries of the property and has
parking provided in the surrounding road reserves.

There is an existing modest sign identifying the building as the Shire of Ravensthorpe but no
signage identifying the bank at this stage.

Previous consideration

Council considered an application for an illuminated sign for Westpac at their February 2012
Council meeting where it was resolved:

“That Council invite Westpac to prepare a report on the installation and operation of a 24

Hour ATM at the Ravensthorpe in-store branch and determination of the form, location and

ATM installation.”
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Comment:

The applicant has now provided a response on the question of whether an ATM would be
provided in Ravensthorpe and have provided amended plans for the sign. The matters are
addressed separately below.

ATM

Westpac have provided the following information by email in response to Council’s resolution
and follow up enquiries from the Shire’s Planning Officer:

As there are substantial costs associated with installing and maintaining an ATM, we require
an ATM to do about 6,000 transactions per month in order for the business case to be
approved.

Based on our ATM Engagement Manager's assessment, less than 500 transactions would
go through an ATM at Ravensthorpe per month, so the business case would definitely not be
met. Nermaine is very experienced in her role, so | trust this assessment is correct. | have
also checked how many transactions Westpac customers are currently doing on the other
ATMs in Ravensthorpe and it is less than 500 per month.

The in-store proprietor would be paid by Westpac on a transactional basis and there is the
likelihood an ATM would cannibalise some of those transactions, resulting in less revenue
for the proprietor.

As Nermaine mentioned, all our ATMs are already allocated for this year. If the landlord or
the instore proprietor would consider paying the costs of the ATM hardware, installation and
operations, it might be contemplated for the 2013 program.

An ATM is clearly uneconomical at this time. The only scenario that Westpac would
consider putting an ATM into the store is if the Shire pays all costs. This coupled with the
likely drop in income from the current banking service the Shire performs makes the
provision of an ATM service uneconomical for the Shire as well.

Application

A revised application for a non-illuminated sign has been lodged and is proposed to be
attached to the front wall of the building adjacent to the buildings Morgans Street entrance.

The sign is 1600mm long and 400mm wide and simply shows the Westpac name and logo.
A copy of the proposed sign has been provided as an attachment to this report.

Assessment
Schedule 3 of the Shire of Ravensthorpe Town Planning Scheme No 5 (the Scheme) lists
those advertisements that are exempt from requiring planning approval. The current

application does not meet any of the exemptions and requires planning approval.

The Scheme does not have specific clauses that address the appropriate scale and location
of signage in the Shire.

The proposal needs to be assessed against clause 10.2 of the Scheme - “matters to be
considered by a local government”. This section requires assessment of the proposal
against such matters as:

The sign is reasonably modest in scale and will have little effect on the streetscape.

Most banks usually use more signage than proposed; it appears that some concession has
been made to the site’s heritage listing.

Conclusion

The sign is modest in scale and will assist in directing people new to town to the Westpac
branch. As there is no formal heritage listing that applies statutory controls to the subject
site and the sign’s installation is easily reversible approval is recommended.

Summary:
Council formal agreement is required for the transfer of the Hopetoun-Ravensthorpe Road
from the Shire of Ravensthorpe ownership and responsibility, to Main Roads WA.

Background:

Transfer of ownership of the Hopetoun—Ravensthorpe Road was first

pursued by Council in early 2000. Up to that time, and to 2011, Main Roads WA accepted
responsibility for major maintenance and construction works on the road.

Various documentation in 2001/2003 confirmed Main Roads commitment to have the road
proclaimed as a Main Road.

For reason unknown the proclamation did not occur and in 2009 the current Shire
Administration approached Main Roads WA requesting the matter be progressed. For
various reasons, not least of all Council’s decision to give Tectonic Resources approval to
construct a haul road within the road reserve, Main Roads withdrew funding for the upkeep
of the road.
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Following Council’'s decision to withdraw approval for the haul road and further
representation by Council and the local member, the Hon. Graeme Jacobs MLA, the way is
now clear to complete the transfer of the road to Main Roads this financial year.

Comment:

To formalise the transfer, the Commissioner of Main Roads intends making a
recommendation to the Hon Minister for Transport to proclaim the road as shown on
Drawings 1021-0401-00, 1021-0402-00,1021-0404-00, 1021-0405-00 and1021-0407-00 as
a ‘main road’ in accordance with Section 13 of the Main Roads Act. Footpaths will be
excluded from the proclamation. Such paths, if any, will therefore remain the responsibility of
the Shire of Ravensthorpe.

Once proclaimed, the sections of road within the Ravensthorpe and Hopetoun townsites will
become delegated areas. Within delegated areas Main Roads will only be responsible for
traffic signs, the pavement (including shoulders) and associated drainage from the paved
area. Main Roads also maintains management of road closures, driveway access,
placement of public utilities, placement of pedestrian crossings and erection of traffic signs.
Other management responsibilities in the delegated areas will remain with the Shire of
Ravensthorpe. These include those activities associated with general verge maintenance
(footpath, kerbing, burning, mowing, clearing, herbicide spraying, pest control, advertising
signs less than 0.25m? in area, verge parking, roadside vending, planting of trees and
preservation of flora).

Before making the recommendation to the Minister to proclaim Hopetoun-Ravensthorpe
Road, the Commissioner requires endorsement by Council of the enclosed proclamation
drawings.

Consultation:
Community consultation is not required in this situation given that community expectation is
that that the Hopetoun—Ravensthorpe Road should be a state road.

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Summary:

The Department of Premier and Cabinet — Native Title Unit have requested that Council
consider the following Esperance Nyungars (EN) land requests. This request is part of the
proceeding of the Esperance Nyungar (Bullenbuk) Native Title Claim (South West Area 3) -
WAD 6097/1988. This claim has been active since 1998 and this request is part of the
process that is being undertaken to resolve the claim. The areas of land that have been
asked to be considered are Reserves R7580 and R9393.

Background:

The negotiation of Native Title Claim WAD 6097 of 1998 is entering an advanced stage and
the Shire has been asked to provide comment in relation to the EN Land requests. The DPC
have met with Shire Officers and have now requested the formal consideration of the
proposals by Council.

DPC have tentatively scheduled a meeting with the Esperance Nyungars for 28 May 2012
and the Council’s position on the listed issues will be used in the Native Title negotiation.

As part of these negotiations, the EN native title claimants have asked for certain parcels of
land or management of land to be transferred to the group in some form. One such proposal
is for reserves R7580 & R9393 (adjacent to Starvation Harbour) to have a management
order issued to the Esperance Nyungar Aboriginal Corporation (ENAC) with a change of
purpose to “Use and Benefit of Aboriginal people and Landscape protection”. They also
suggested that an option might be to have a joint management arrangement with DEC. DEC
currently has no funding for joint management, but in any event requests that if the purpose
of the reserve were changed, it should also include ‘conservation of flora and fauna’.

The reserves in question are the responsibility of the Department of Planning and
Infrastructure, with the purpose being “Rabbit Department”

Comment:
Once a position is established by the Council in relation to the EN land request the DPC wiill
be advised and continue with the Native Title process.

It should also be noted that the Shire is a referral body and is making a recommendation to
the DPC. The negotiation is between the State and the Claimant.

It is recommended that Council support a Management Order being issued to the ENAC for
Reserves 7580 & 9393 with the change in purpose as requested subject to ENAC agreeing
to relinquish any further claims on interests that the Shire of Ravensthorpe may hold in the
claim area.

The owner of the approved subdivision of Lot 61 Hopetoun-Ravensthorpe Road has
requested Council reconsider the decision not to support the road name “Wilderness Drive”
for the subdivision.

Background:

The Western Australian Planning Commission approved the subdivision of Lot 61 Hopetoun-
Ravensthorpe Road, Hopetoun on 2 June, 2011. One new road is proposed as part of this
subdivision that requires a name.

Council considered this matter on 19 April, 2012 and resolved as follows:

That Council not approve the name Wilderness Drive to the subdivisional road
created by the subdivision of Lot 61 Hopetoun-Ravensthorpe Road, Hopetoun and to
advise the applicant to select a name from the Council approved list of names.

Comment:
In support of the request for reconsideration the proponent has submitted the following:

Prior to applying for the name to be supported by your Council, we did the necessary due
diligence and had a detailed discussion with an officer from the Geographic Names
Committee at Landgate. We were advised that our chosen name complied with the
established guidelines and that it would be supported by the Committee.

&RXQFLOYV UHMHFWLRQ $0Y isSgivEROrL y@ur lefiev of PR Aprif R012 or the
Minutes of the meeting. The list of used names attached to your said letter contains at least
6 (six) names of a general nature instead of names derived from flora and fauna. We feel
that a precedent exists and we are being discriminated against without a convincing
objection being set forth.

Furthermore, the list of only 3 proposed names are unacceptable and unattractive to us, as
they are cumbersome, and difficult to spell and pronounce. Kennedia apparently derives its
name from a non-Australian botanist. The Latin names Labichea and Stylidium are
singularly difficult to remember, pronounce and spell. We feel it makes no sense to use Latin
terms in rural areas of Western Australia, when there are much easier Australian
equivalents/translations for the thousands of native plants which grow in the region.
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Wilderness Drive is descriptive of the features of the land, user-friendly and pleasant
sounding. As our subdivision is nature based and eco-friendly, where all blocks will be of no
less than 4 hectares of land each, we believe it very appropriate.

The proponent discussed the reasons for Council’'s decision not to support the name
Wilderness Drive with the Chief Executive Officer. It was pointed out to the proponent that if
the three listed names were unacceptable Council would consider supporting other ‘flora and
fauna’ named submitted by the proponent.

Given the limited list of names and the fact that non ‘flora and fauna’ names exist in the
Hopetoun area there is a case for ‘Wilderness Drive’ to be approved. It would also be
prudent for the Manager Planning and Development to prepare an extensive list of flora and
fauna names for approval by Council and preapproval by the Geographic Names
Committee. Once approved proponents of future subdivisions can be advised of the names
that will apply. This could be indicated to the proponent as ‘Advice’ on the subdivision
approval and conditions of approval.
